You,” Ray also focused on producing other artists. Working at Monument Records
during his early career, Ray produced a newcomer, Dolly Parton.

Ray Stevens other major hits include “Shriner’s Convention”, “The Mississippi Squirrel
Revival” and “It’s Me Again Margaret”. In 2007 Ray decided to record exclusively for
his own label, Clyde Records, Inc. Changing it from direct market only to a full service
label that would make releases available to retail and for download. This now allows him
control of the timeline in which new recordings are released.
